	Program Logic Model
	1
	Direct or indirect measures of program


	
	Goal
	2
	A graphic depiction of the relationship between the main strategies of a program and associated  goals, objectives, population(s) of interest, indicators and resources


	
	Population of interest
	3
	Provide direct and indirect measures of an intended outcome


	
	Objective
	4
	Specify the changes needed to achieve program goals; usually 2-5 years to achieve objectives, and overall program goal


	
	Outcome or Short-term objective
	5
	This type of evaluation examines the changes that occurred as a result of your program and whether it is having the intended effect. It answers the question: what impact is my program having on the population of interest?


	
	Impact or Long-term objective 
	6
	Refers to groups of closely related activities in a program, that will help you to achieve program9


	
	Indicator
	7
	A statement of purpose and direction which reflects a desirable condition or situation in a key area


	
	Outcome indicator
	8
	The things the program does to work toward its desired objectives

	
	Impact indicator
	9
	Refers to the individuals, groups or communities for whom the program’s activities are designed


	
	Process indicator
	10
	This type of evaluation examines how the program is operating. It answers the question: were my activities implemented as I had intended?


	
	Strategies
	11
	Brief statement specifying the desired direction or change the program hopes to achieve


	
	Activities
	12
	Unit of measurement that represents the degree to which the program activities were implemented as planned


	
	Process Evaluation
	13
	Specify the short, or intermediate, results that need to occur to bring about sustainable long-term changes, usually 2-3 months or up to 2 years to achieve


	
	Impact  Evaluation
	14
	Direct or indirect measures of long-term changes
